THE WORD OF GOD OF THIS SUNDAY 
“Is the LORD in our midst or not?” This question is 
posed at the end of the first reading, but it could be 
asked in all three. First, we hear the Israelites com-
plain to Moses about the lack of water in the desert. 
Paul proclaims to the Romans that our hearts are 
filled with the love of God, though we may not real-
ize it. In the Gospel, Jesus reveals to the woman at the 
well that he is the Messiah, the Christ, the one who 
she and her people had been waiting for. The Lord is 
indeed in our midst, as for the Chosen People in the 
desert, as in the early church in Rome, and as with the 

woman at the well.

corazones están llenos del amor de Dios, aunque no 
nos demos cuenta. En el Evangelio, Jesús revela a la 
mujer en el pozo que él es el Mesías, el Cristo, aquel 

que ella y su pueblo habían estado esperando. El Se-
ñor está, de hecho, en medio de nosotros, así como lo 
estaba para el Pueblo Elegido en el desierto, como en 

la iglesia primitiva en Roma, y como con la mujer en 
el pozo.
